Mission of the U.S.-Spain Council 

The United States-Spain Council is a unique organization in which U.S. and Spanish government officials, corporate leaders and leaders in education and culture, promote stronger ties between the two countries. The United States-Spain Council’s achieves its mission by convening members and partner organizations throughout the calendar year, hosting its signature annual forum that alternates each year between the United States and Spain, and coordinating the United States – Spain Young Leaders Program which brings young U.S. professionals and leaders to Spain each year to familiarize them with the social, cultural, economic, and political realities of contemporary Spain.

Program Overview

In conjunction with our Spanish partner organization, Fundacion Consejo España-EEUU, the U.S.-Spain Council offers this career-enhancing travel and study opportunity to 10 young U.S. professionals of varied occupations and backgrounds.  In its 11th year, the goal of this program is to allow young professionals to increase their understanding and knowledge of Spain, and of the important bilateral relationship between the two countries. 
Participants will travel to Spain during the week of April 14 through April 21, 2012, to participate in: 1) a daylong set of general briefings and discussions with government officials, journalists and academic representatives on Spanish politics, society and business in Madrid; 2) a two-day discussion focused on present day US-Spain themes and topics with the option of private breakaway meetings with professional counterparts; and  3) a two-day trip to Seville that will include meetings with regional officials, business leaders, and other local civic and cultural leaders.

Interested applicants must complete an application form and submit their resume, one letter of recommendation, and a brief, one-page essay.
